219. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST. Cllr Mark Collins declared an interest in any item regarding the Laburnum Culvert by way of being a resident of the development

Accordingly Cllr Grenville signed the Declaration Of Office which was witnessed by the Clerk.

a.  Rainbows End (Essex Goat Farm) Beeches Road. There are now 4 mobile homes on the site, 2 near the gate, 2 at the back, the barns are now being used for what appears to be industrial use, and there are heavy vehicle movements on site. 
b. Gas works, currently being undertaken in Chelmsford Road will now extend down towards Goose Cottages.

c. Abandoned car in Beeches Road, reported to the Police and RDC.

d. Thanks and congratulations to be passed to Stewart Wortley and the Suspect Paddle Boarders who, over the last two weeks have cleared up the river between Hullbridge and Battlesbridge, they cleared a vast amount of rubbish which was taken away by RDC.
e. Thanks to Harvey Jones and Phil who have cleared the hedges in Watery Lane and Beeches Road.

f. Both the Police and RDC have been made aware of the car meets/drifting taking place in Rawreth Playing Fields car park.
