192. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST. Cllr Mark Collins declared an interest in any item regarding the Laburnum Culvert by way of being a resident of the development
193. TO APPROVE MINUTES OF LAST MEETING. Minutes of the meeting held on the 1st of December 2021 were approved by the Members unaltered and accordingly the Chairman signed them as a true copy.

195. CO-OPTION OF COUNCILLORS The Clerk confirmed that advertising the vacancies has commenced via Notice Boards and a leaflet drop to properties within the Parish has been made.

196. VILLAGE REPORT- The following matters around the Parish were mentioned, where necessary the Clerk will investigate.
a. Arterial Park on the A1245, lots more activity on site, and there is talk about a compulsory purchase of land on the site by RDC.

b. The cut off of Chelmsford Road, between Church Road and the A1245 a large number of vehicles from or associated to the businesses are being parked in the road, some not taxed, causing an obstruction to residents. 
c. Please pass on grateful thanks to RDC for their swift clearance of fly tipping in the Parish.

b. Budget and Precept – Council reviewed the Budget and Precept for 2022/2023.  Members agreed the Precept for the year commencing 1st April 2022 as a Precept of £75,000.00 an increase of £27,500.00 on the previous year, the budget and precept were agreed to incorporate the Councils plans to continue employing a Private Security Company, to undertake more maintenance work around the Parish where other agencies fail to respond, and increase general upkeep of  the Parish and an increase in the Clerks hours. The increased Precept will alter the basic Council 
Tax Band D Base by £24.43 per annum.   The proposal was made by Cllr Mark Collins and seconded by Cllr Alisitr Matthews and Cllr Susanne Wiltshire. It was asked to be noted that Cllr Jones, although not present had been presented a copy of the Budget with full breakdown prior to the Meeting and had expressed her agreement to the precept of £75,000.00 and the agreed Budget. The Clerk was thanked for preparing the Budget.

c. Council agreed to defer the grant expenditures to the February Meeting to allow the matter to be discussed by  all Members of the Council.

The Clerk advised that a substantial amount of the work has been completed.
