1. TO ELECT A CHAIRMAN FOR THE ENSUING YEAR. Cllr A Matthews proposed and nominated that Cllr M Collins be elected as the Chairman, this was seconded by Cllr Mrs D Jones and Cllr M Collins accepted the position. Cllr M Collins signed the Declaration and Acceptance of Office and this was witnessed by the Clerk
