246. TO RECEIVE APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE. None.

Accordingly Cllr Jayachandran signed the Declaration Of Office which was witnessed by the Clerk.

251. VILLAGE REPORT- The following matters around the Parish were mentioned, where necessary the Clerk will investigate.
a. The Centre Bollards on the junction of Rawreth Lane and Laburnum Way are very dirty and difficult to see at night. 

b. Email from a resident about a tent in the Community Garden .

c. Security sign needs replacing at the Rookery in Beeches Road. 

d. Rainbows End, Beeches Road container lorry turning to enter the property, dropping a container off and leaving the site with another. The property appears on Facebook Market Place advertising two industrial units. 

e. Lots of rubbish around the new development and Rawreth Industrial Estate following the recent storms, it is very evident it is from the building site, can we ask Countryside to clear this up and continue to  clean the road. 

f. During the recent storm there was brilliant team work from the Parish Council and their contractors and security that ensured roads were kept open and trees and debris cleared.

Cllr A Matthews proposed that the Grant Funding Policy be adopted by Rawreth Parish Council, this was seconded by Cllr D Jones and unanimously agreed by all Members. The Clerk confirmed that the Policy would be made available via the website. Members thanked the Clerk for her work on the Policy.

a. Last month asked about the land being cleared on the opposite side of the road to the BP Garage, it has now been cleared further and goes much further back from the road. The Clerk confirmed that the matter has been referred to the Enforcement Team at RDC.
b. Are Meetings going to remain paperless?  The Clerk confirmed no, Agenda’s will recommence from April.

256. FLOODING IN THE PARISH- Nothing to report. 

257. LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK PROPOSALS AND THE ALLOCATIONS AND DEVELOPMENT M5ANAGEMENT DOCUMENTS AND PLANS. Nothing to report. 
258. UPDATES REGARDING ENFORCEMENT CASES IN THE PARISH and REPORTED PROBLEMS BEING MONITORED IN THE PARISH.
a. Land Drain London Road (adjacent to Claremont) No update or progress to report with regards to the problem with the land drain disgorging onto the pavement. 
b. Travellers Site (A1245).  No update or progress to report with regards to Enforcement following the appeal hearing decision given on the 7th of December 2011
c. Old London Road Speed Restrictions and other matters. No update to report.

d. Beeches Road Weight Restrictions and Beeches Road and Watery Lane Flooding. Council to discuss any developments regarding Beeches Road/Watery Lane.  No update to report.

e. Bedloes Avenue. No updates to report with regards to the Council’s request for an off street parking area in Bedloes Avenue.

259. TO RECEIVE REPRESENTATIVES WRITTEN REPORTS OF MEETINGS ATTENDED OR MATTERS TO RAISE AT FORTHCOMING MEETINGS.  None. 
260.RHALC. None. 
261. PRIVATE SECURITY AND ESSEX POLICE.  The Clerk provided Members with regular updates prior to the Meeting. The Clerk continues to liaise with the Security Team and the Police.

262. CCTV. The Clerk advised Members that she had received a reply from one department at ECC who had confirmed that it was not the intention of ECC Highways to put a light on the Junction of the A129 and Old London Road. 

263.COUNCIL TO CONSIDER THE IMPLEMENTATION OF A PARISH VIRTUAL LANDLINE AND VEHICLE DASHCAM. Members considered the need for a separate Parish Council phone number that could be noted on all Parish Council correspondence  including emails and the website,  and one that could be used whilst the 
Clerk is mobile and away from the Office.  The Clerk advised that a virtual landline would enable callers to ring an 01268 number and be charged a local call rate rather than a mobile rate, the virtual landline would enable calls to be diverted to the Clerks own personal mobile phone during working hours. The clerk advised that the monthly cost for this service is £7.95, on a no contract basis so it could be cancelled at any time. Members agreed that the cost of this service would be less than purchasing a mobile phone contract and would ensure that callers were charged at local rate. Cllr Jayachandra proposed the virtual line be setup, this was seconded by Cllr Grenville and approved by all Members.   The Clerk said she would report to the April Meeting with the costs of Dash Cam. 
264. PARISH EMERGENCY PLAN- Members agreed that this matter will be addressed when the Council is back to full Membership after May and that a 90 day turnaround would be set for completion of the plan, with a small working committee being setup. 

265. COMMUNITY GARDEN, PARISH OWNED LAND AND MAINTENANCE- The Clerk reported that all but one item of the agreed maintenance had now been completed. The Clerk advised that JA Pinkerton had continued to clear the culvert at Laburnum Way of debris during the proceeding months which had ensured it did not overtop. The Clerk advised that there had been no updates from the LHP or ECC about the Culvert. It was agreed that the Clerk would ask JA Pinkerton to provide a quote for ongoing maintenance for consideration by the Council. 
266. COUNCIL TO CONSIDER RECENT DATA REGARDING TRAFFIC FLOW ON THE RIVER BRIDGE AT BATTLESBRIDGE COLLATED AS PART OF AN LHP APPLICATION TO INSTALL TRAFFIC LIGHTS. The Clerk referred to an email received from Rettendon Parish Council which including data collected about Traffic Flow on the bridge. 
267.  TRAINING- The Clerk advised that a number of courses were still being held remotely but hopefully face to face training would return soon. The Clerk advised Members that she would like to attend an allotment course and Members agreed this would be beneficial.  
268. REINSTATEMENT OF FOOTPATHS/BRIDLE WAYS IN THE PARISH. The Clerk advised that she had reported a missing manhole cover on the bridleway adjacent to the chippings bay in Old London Road, and that she had warned Rawreth Equestrian Centre that it was missing. 

269. PLANNING MATTERS- There were no planning applications received prior to the Meeting which have not been dealt with under Delegated Power.
270. COUNCIL TO DISCUSS LHP SCHEMES AND REQUESTS MADE BY THE COUNCIL FOR WORKS WITIN THE PARISH.  None. 
271. COUNCIL TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE  FROM  THE CLERK REGARDING THE PROPOSED FIRST AID TRAINING FROM IAN DAVEY, VOLUNTEER CO-ORDINATOR FOR ESSEX COMMUNITY FIRST AID EVENT VOLUNTEERS.  The Clerk confirmed the First Aid Course has now been booked for Saturday the 2nd of July 2022.
